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False or misleading claims on performance
characteristics, components, uses or

benefits of goods or services

Ensure claims on the performance characteristics,
components, uses or benefits of their goods or services are
accurate to allow consumers to make informed choices.

Under the Consumer Protection (Fair Trading) Act 2003, it is an unfair
practice for suppliers to represent that goods or services have
performance characteristics, components, uses or benefits that they do
not have. Doing so could:

Be accurate, clear and upfront about material information
(e.g. characteristics, terms, limitations, etc) relating to their
goods or services. 

To exercise due diligence and avoid making claims on
characteristics of goods or services which cannot be
properly substantiated.
